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The who's who of the veterinary and farrier worlds converged on Gatton's UQ campus for
the first seminar organised co-operatively between the AFBA and G-Vec. There was a
crowd of about 130 people there and I believe a profit was made of about $1400. These
funds will go towards buying specialist equipment for the apprentice program.

The relationship between UQ and industry is continuing to strengthen with most of the
hierarchy of G-Vec represented. All showed their enthusiasm for the apprentice farrier
training program at the university. On arrival, most of the farriers congregated over at the
training area to look over the facilities. It was great to see the recent area extension to
accommodate more horses for the apprentices to work on. I know this was becoming a
problem for the instructors to work around and this will surely make their job much easier
in future. I walked through there and I can see how the apprentices will be able to get from
the anvils to the horses with a minimum of fuss. Digressing for one moment, I had a close
look at the shoes these young apprentices are turning out. I found a pair of hind shoes on
one anvil that at first I thought were demonstration shoes made by either Craig or Wade. 1
was wrong, the maker of the shoes was near by and told me "They aren't too bad, I'm
getting there". Well he's getting there faster than he thinks.

This seminar combined anatomy, bio-mechanics, advanced forging skills and computer
analysis. It was unique to get a detailed view of the anatomy of the lower leg with Paula
Williams showing us through the leg on a morbid specimen and Tony Fookes showing us
on a live animal where everything is connected. The great camera work by Wade Graham
made it easy for all to see. Paula and Tony are obviously at the top of their respective
professions and I thank them for setting aside a day to help the professional development
of others.

The second session of the morning was Craig Jones showing us through a range of shoes
and how they can affect the various conformational issues presented. The topic of balance
gets bandied about on a regular basis so it was great to listen to someone who has the
essential skills, verbally and physically, to enable us to solve these problems. Craig's
presentation, showing how different shoes can improve the stance of horses, reminds us
all to keep improving our forging skills so we can help our clients with these types of
horses.

After Craig we had two sessions with Beaudesert farrier, Johnathon Oehm. Johnathon is
one of the few in Australia using Video Analysis Software to detect gait problems in
horses. Before and after analysis videos of horses working will become a great tool in the
future as it becomes more widely available. With any new software package, the data
libraries will develop and expand, leading to a comprehensive reference point for problem
solving conformational problems. Historical data and practices applied, what works and
what doesn't, will be available. The sky will be the limit for this type of tool.
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We appreciate that many people made the trip out to Gatton to attend this clinic. It was
great to catch up with Greg Murray who is briefly back in Australia before commencing
another overseas assignment. Greg spent 4 years in Hong Kong working for the Jockey
Club and now is off to Korea to set up a training program for the local racing farriers. Also,
it was a pleasure to meet Colin Smith from North Melbourne TAFE in person.

For these people to take time out to come and support this event just shows how much
respect the Australian Farrier Industry have for the organisers of this event, Craig and Wade.
When we are taught our trade we never get to truly own it. By this I mean that 6 weeks after
we shoe our last horse our work will cease to exist. This means that we are only custodians
of the craft and we are all entrusted with the task of making sure that it gets handed on to
safe hands. So regardless whether you ever have an apprentice or not it is important that we
all play our part in helping the apprentices of today to become the tradesmen of tomorrow.

Finally, it was a great gesture to give QMFA members the same seminar price as the AFBA
members. I would like to thank all involved on behalf of the QMFA. Thanks to Brooke
Graham for asking me to write this article. I always enjoy putting pen to paper and I hope
you all enjoy reading it.
